1.    Introduction  

 Environment Protection Camp, this is the name given to the children summer 
camp, which was carried out by the Palestinian Water Authority (PWA), 
funded by the Austrian Cooperation and conducted under the supervision of 
Economic & Social Development Center in Palestine (ESDC). 
The environment, water and waste water were the major subjects of the 
camp, which was held in the Period July 27 to August 5, 2010, in the region of 
Ein Senia - Ramallah, at Ein Senia school. The camp focused its efforts to 
raise environmental awareness and tracking the children needs to address 
environmental issues and put in their minds its importance that reflect in the 
behavior of children. More than 150 child participated in the camp from 
different villages (Ein Senia, Dora, Jifna, Jalazoon..), different ages 8 years to 
15 years old. More than 15 well trained supervisor put their inputs in the 
camp, who specializes in many areas, including environmental, water and 
sanitation, engineering,  education, cultural, artsééetc. The camp continued 
for 9 days were intense activities and informative brochures, environmental 
and Scientific visits, introduced as campôs main interventions to stimulate 
childrenôs outputs, Some of them went to work beautiful designs for 
wastewater treatment systems and some of them have excelled in the 
drawings that reflect the importance of the environment, other children 
managed to express themselves by introducing nice songs and poems for the 
environment and water.

 As the camp was a source of joy and fun for the children it was also as a 
serious starting point for them to begin the protection practices of the 
environment in their nearby surroundings, and was a source for creative ideas 
to come out, also they felt the power to defend their right to live in a clean 
environment and to get safe water to drink. 

2.  Importance of the Camp 

 Educate, raise the awareness and enhance participation of children about/on 
the importance of water, wastewater and environment and conservation of life 
sources elements, where the Palestinian people suffering from severe water 
shortages and environmental problems, so such camps develop a culture with 
the children and create in them the feeling of importance of the environment 
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and its elements which will be reflected on their behaviors at home, street and 
at community level. 

We, therefore,  at (ESDC), ask the Palestinian Water Authority to replicate 
such camps all over Palestine in order to deepen the idea of protecting the 
environment in children and consequently in among the society.

3.   Camp Goal 

Environment Protection Camp aimed at participating  children in 
unconventional education ways about the importance of conserving water and 
environment, treating and reusing wastewater,  as well as elements of the 
built environment, water, air, plants, soil, sound and radiation, also to promote 
the appropriate values to rationalization of water consumption through  
children involvement in a technical life skills that relate to water and 
environment elements conservation and to promote teamwork and instill good 
habits in dealing with the environment , this camp also aimed to support 
children creativeness in simulating environmental protection methods and 
tools.

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4.   Targeted children  

 The target group of children ages were 8 to 15 years, 157 children were 
divided into groups based on age. The camp provide each age group with the 
suitable education, tools, equipment and participation methods to enhance 
environmental related issues within children. So that very young children 
participated in simple stories and plays that tells the idea with the prove of it, 
then they directed to express themselves by drawings and body animation. 
While older children were allowed to express themselves directly after high 
lighting the idea through constructing models, theater, and writing stories and 
massages like the one directed to PWA director Dr. Shaddad Attili.
